person until their membership expires.   We 
don’t know how big each newsletter will 
be, but it will contain any of the latest news 
about George and his career.  Our store and 
office will remain open during the Christ-
mas season and for a few weeks after to deal 
with any issues that may arise.
  We would like to thank each and every 
one of you for your support and friendship.  
There are many of you we have known for 
thirty years and we will miss a great deal.  
However, like George, we have run the good 
race and played the game to the best of our 
ability and now it is time to rest.
